
S T I T C H I N G :  A  N E W  S T O RY  T H R O U G H  S E W I N G
60 women in eastern Congo celebrated their sewing workshop graduation on the 22nd of June, and thus celebrated the possibility of 
financial and societal independence that comes from earning one’s own living. Each woman received a a sewing kit, complete with a 
pedal-powered machine, made possible by your donations through Action Kivu. Taking these home, the women will start their own small 
businesses, to earn the ability to provide food for their families and education for their children.

G R O W I N G :  S E E D S  O F  C H A N G E  O N  T H E  S H A R E D  FA R M
In response to chronic malnutrition in Mumosho, a demonstration farm was created, combining agriculture theory and practice with 
animal husbandry. The waste from the goats helps provide compost for the farm, and the women produce vegetables to sell at the market 
and to feed their families. They grow cabbages, onions, carrots and eggplants.

E D U C AT I N G : 
SECONDARY SCHOOL STUDENTS 
In addition to the 115 primary students Action Kivu / ABFEK sends to school, thanks to a partnership and generous grant from Jewish 
World Watch, ABFEK is now sending 52 students to secondary school. Finishing a high school education is critical to breaking the cycle of 
poverty that permeates eastern Congo, poverty that stops girls from achieving their goals.

LITERACY CLASSES
Action Kivu / ABFEK offers  three literacy courses, where 80 girls and women now learn to read. “Literacy is at the heart of basic 
education for all and essential for poverty eradication, gender equality, maternal health, child mortality reduction, sustainable 
development, peace and democracy.” – UNESCO. One student, displeased with the outcome of the national election, on why she joined the 
class: “I want to make sure next time I am able to read the name of the candidate of my own choice.”
